The same logogram
also stands for the city goddess of S.,
Sud (see § 4). Syll. spellings like Su-ri-ip-
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pak, Su-ru-up-pa-ku-ii (George, GE XI 11,
23) etc. attest the reading /Suri/uppag/k/.

. § 2. History. The earliest attestations of
S. are probably found in texts from the late
Uruk period. A stone tablet, perhaps from S.
itself and probably dating to the Gamdat
Nasr period, mentions S. (OIP 104, 13: 7).

During the Fara period, S. was part of a
hexapolis, together with Uruk*, Adab,
Nippur®, Laga$* and Umma*. S. was ruled
by an énsi (also énsi-GAR, énsi gal,
énsi-GAR gal; Stadtfurst*). Administra-
tive units referred to in the texts are the é-
gal “palace”, uru “city”, é géme “house
of slave girls” (according to Visicato, in:

§ 3. Suruppag in historiography
and literature. According to the SKL,
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S. was the seat of the 5 and last dynasty
before the flood (Flut*). Kings mentioned
in different versions are Ubar-Tutu®, S., a
namesake of the city (OECT 2 pl.6 W-B
62: 9—11, perhaps a misunderstanding of
the toponym, see George, GE 154f.), and
Zi-usudra (Konigslisten* und Chroniken.
A. §1.2. and index p. 84). Ubar-Tutu and
Zi-usudra also occur in the tradition of the
flood story (Sintflut* A. § 3f.): Zi-usudra is
the hero of the Sum. flood story (Civil
1969; ETCSL 1.7.4) and Ubar-Tutu is men-
tioned as father of Utnapisti*, the “Surup-
pakian” and hero of the flood story in the
epic of Gilgames (George, GE XI 23). The
latter text describes S. as an “old” city on
the Euphrates, home of the gods (ibid. 11).

_ §5.The Early Dynastic texts from
Suruppag. The cuneiform orthography of
the ED texts from S. is already charac-
terized by a mixture of logograms and syl-
labograms. Sum. grammatical morphemes
can be expressed but are often written de-
fectively. Mythological texts use an allo-
graphic writing called “UD.GAL.NUN*”
(Orthographie* A. § 3). As far as can be
recognized from the orthography, the lan-
guage of the texts is Sumerian. Some 40—
so Akk. personal names and several Akk.
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loan words are attested. Roughly 1000
texts were found in S. The main text genres
are: economic texts, legal texts (house and
field purchases), mathematical texts, lexical
texts including god lists (Gotterlisten® § 1),
and literary texts (incantations, proverbs).

§1. Location and description. S.
(modern: Fara) is sited at 31° 46’ 36” N
and 45° 30’ 33" E, midway between Nip-
pur and Uruk on the banks of an ancient
branch of the Euphrates. Today the mound
is on the southern tip of a heavily culti-
vated area crisscrossed with irrigation ca-
nals. Further to the south the bed of the
ancient Euphrates runs through a dry, de-
serted countryside south to Uruk and be-
yond to Ur.

The mound covers ¢. 220 ha. At its wid-
est it extends 1500 m east-west with a col-
lection of small, low mounds reaching an-
other 500 m to the east. It rises about 9 m
above plain level. Excavations in 1931 found
virgin soil 4 m below plain level.

§ 2. Date of occupation. The earliest
finds date from the Gamdat Nasr period.
Survey and excavation evidence suggests S.
prospered during the earlier half of the 3™
mill. (c. 3000-2500). Scattered finds and
textual evidence from the second half of the
3 mill. into the early 2”4 mill. indicate the
city survived until shortly after 2000. Four
millennia of wind and rain have eroded
away most of the structures and stratigra-
phy postdating ED IIIA. The branch of the
Euphrates on which S. sat appears to have
dried up shortly after 2000, leading to the
final abandonment of the city (Martin
1988, 14).
