An administrative dependance
of Uruk*, attested perhaps once in the Old
Bab. period and then more frequently from
the early 8th cent. to the Hellen. period.
The city is spelled syllabically or with the
logogram UBARA(EZEN×KASKAL)ki.

An isolated Old Bab. mention is ARM
27, G6G: 33−37: an attack of Suteans
(Sutäer*) coming from U. is reported, and
U. is said to lie 3 bēru, i. e. ca. 30 km, from
Larsa*. It is well possible but unproven
that this U. is to be connected with the
much later one (Beaulieu 2003, 289 n. 4G).

In the Neo-Bab. period U. is located near
Marad* at a h̊ārrān šarri “king’s road”.
U. possessed two temples: an Eanna-temple
in which the gods Bēlet-Eanna (S̆arrat-
EANNA*), a local manifestation of Ištar,
and dIGI.DU were worshipped, and the
Bı̄t-dIGI.DU, where dIGI.DU was also wor-
shipped. “Both dIGI.DU” (dIGI.DU ki-lal-
le-e) are mentioned together in YOS 3, 9G:
23, and are likely Lugal-irra* and Mes-
lamta-ea, two hypostases of Nergal (Beau-
lieu 2003, 290; for the reading of dIGI.DU
see Nergal* A. § G.4). Most mentions of U.
are found in the Eanna archive, according
to which U. received from Uruk foodstuff,

sacrificial animals, textiles, wool and jewel-
lery for the feeding and clothing of its gods.
šangû-priests of U. are mentioned in YBC
GG546 (JAOS 4G, 3G3): 5 and in the Hofka-
lender of Nebuchadnezzar II (E. Unger,
Babylon [G93G] 286: 26). The letter YOS 3,
9G reports the anecdote that lightning
struck the dIGI.DU temple late in the reign
of Nabonidus, which caused temporary
trouble.
